In 2008, the Ohio Commission on Minority Health launched the “Local Conversations”

This initiated the National Partnership for Action (NPA) to
End Health Disparities strategy to “mobilize and connect individuals and organizations across
the country to create a Nation free of health disparities with quality health outcomes for all
people.”
